	I like the videotaping and reflection and analysis part of it.  It really focuses on the Zone of Proximal Development of the child.

I have truly enjoyed the trainings and have learned A LOT about how kids learn.

I like the one-on-one instruction and planning lessons based on students’ needs on a daily basis.

I like the in-depth analysis of a child’s thinking to get to the problem and address it.

I like the individualized, cutting—edge instruction of Math Recovery.

I like the video reviews and the one-to-one work with the child.

I like learning how students think about math.  There are many ways to do one problem.

I do like the one-on-one.  It lets the child discover how to solve a problem.  I like the video review.
I would never teach math the same way again.
	I like the basics of it.  It doesn’t cover the “catching the student up.”  It gives them the basic that they missed along the way.

I like the small groups and targeted units.

I like the lesson layout day by day.

I like the fact that the children like it.  They are taking things back to their classrooms.

I like that it is hands-on.

I like the active involvement of students and the repetition.

I like that it is very hands-on and reaching the basic understanding—concrete knowledge.

I like that there are lots of manipulatives and plenty of things to do in each lesson.

I really like the student friendliness of Number Worlds.  I also like the real-world connection portion of the unit as well as the reflection portion.  I often use the reflections as open response prompts.

	In Math Recovery I have seen a student who could not recall 6, 7, 8, and 9 that after 3 lessons can do that now!
One of my students who could not count back from 3 is counting back from 10 with almost no support.  She is sequencing 3 numbers in the range 1—20 and accurately counting sets of up to 11 accurately.  This is after only 4 Math Recovery lessons.

I have seen students’ knowledge of counting forwards and backwards increase over just a week’s time with Math Recovery.

I have seen progress of numeral sense.

One student realized that 2 + 3 is the same as 3 + 2 when we worked with the five frame.
The progress my students have made in just three weeks is amazing.
I am very surprised how fast my children are learning math.  In a few lessons they have learned more one-on-one than six months of regular math class.
	The first NW Assessment was wonderful.  The students could break a number apart and I am seeing them really thinking about it and feeling success with themselves.
My kindergarten students couldn’t count to 5; now they can.  My 1st graders can count by 10.  My 2nd graders are learning math words and when to use them.  My 3rd graders can recognize ones and tens.

Students have gained confidence within their regular classroom.

I have seen recall of concepts and confidence is building.

I have seen developing counting skills and heard teacher comments about improved participation and self-esteem.

Students’ attitudes have changed so much—confidence levels and willingness to participate and take a chance in their regular classrooms.  They share what they are doing in “Math Club” (Number Worlds).

In a small group we’re able to work at students’ pace.

	I collaborate on Wednesday mornings for one hour during math.  I discuss activities with first grade teachers and special ed.
I have discussed some of the games and activities with other teachers.
I meet weekly with first grade teachers and I had an initial parent meeting to explain the Math Recovery program.
	I collaborate with 12 primary teachers.  They are using me as a math resource teacher.
I meet with teachers before or after school to talk with them about performance level of their students.

I have provided classroom assistance, provided job-embedded PD, and weekly progress updates on individual students.
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
